“The objective of oncoplastic breast surgery is to improve aesthetic outcomes after the surgical removal
of benign or malignant tumors, and to address any other concerns the patient may have regarding size,
shape, and/or symmetry of the breast,” said Dr. Lebovic. “As a result, patients benefit from careful and
complete preoperative assessment that uses an interdisciplinary approach to help define a
comprehensive surgical plan.”

“This grant is a natural extension of the Foundation’s long history of supporting research involving
women’s cancers,” said Anne Crews, a board member of the Mary Kay Ash Charitable Foundation. “One
of the missions of the Foundation is to eliminate cancers affecting women by supporting top medical
scientists. We are proud to provide funding for this innovative training as well.”

Disease to announce the appointment of the program’s first trainee in fall, 2008.
